PART B: PAYMENT  
IPH students pay two different types of contributions:
- IPH Fee:  € 3,200 (€ 2,000 for students from the Foundation Course of the University of Pisa).

Up to 10 low-income students may qualify for a € 2,000 discounted fee: see details below.  
and

- University Taxes. These vary between € 356 (for yearly family incomes below € 23,500) and € 2,556 depending on the country of origin.

IPH fee is due only for the first year. Therefore, in the first year, students pay both the IPH fee + the University taxes. Instead, during the second and third year of their Bachelor’s degree programmes, students will continue to pay the University taxes only.

The University Taxes will be paid in 4 instalments: the first one in September, the second in March, the third in April and the fourth in May. Details will be provided once students are fully enrolled. 

Scholarships provided by the DSU (Regional Agency for the Right to Study) may be available.

Up to 10 students who obtain the DSU scholarship may request the reduced, € 2,000 IPH fee. In the event that the recipients of the DSU scholarship exceed the number of 10, the reduced IPH fee will be granted on a first-come, first-serve basis (the date and time of the submission of the application for the DSU scholarship will serve as evidence).

Should you wish to apply for the DSU scholarship, make sure that you get all the necessary legalised documents in due time. Consider that obtaining some of the official records from local authorities, and their translation and legalisation, may require a long time.

Non-EU Students must obtain a student Visa (Type D). The issuance of the Visa is administered by the Italian diplomatic authorities through the Universitaly portal. IPH staff will provide information on how to open an account at University and upload the documents required after the applicant is admitted to the Programme and receives the necessary pre-acceptance letter. 
IMPORTANT: WE WILL AUTHORISE THE START OF THE REVIEWING PROCESS FOR THE VISA ONLY AFTER RECEIVING THE FIRST INSTALMENT OF THE IPH FEE (€ 1,500). THEREFORE, MAKE SURE TO IMMEDIATELY SEND US THE RECEIPT OF THE PAYMENT, OTHERWISE, YOUR APPLICATION ON THE UNIVERSITALY PORTAL REMAINS BLOCKED AND WILL BE DISCONTINUED AFTER THE DEADLINES LISTED BELOW. 

THE DEADLINES FOR THE PAYMENT OF THE FIRST INSTALMENT DEPEND ON YOUR COUNTRY OF RESIDENCE, AS FOLLOWS:
- 15th June 2023 for students from Afghanistan, Iran, Pakistan
- 15th July 2023 for all NON-EU students
- 15th August 2023 for all the EU students (from the European Economic Area, the Swiss Federation, Norway, and Iceland). NB: EU citizens need not use the Universitaly Portal
BE ASSURED THAT IN THE EVENT THE ISSUANCE OF THE VISA IS ULTIMATELY DENIED BY THE ITALIAN AUTHORITIES, THE IPH INSTALMENT WILL BE REFUNDED. 

The second instalment (€ 1,700) is due by 18th September 2023 (except for the applicants for the DSU scholarship, as long as the review of their application is pending).

PART C: COURSE IN ITALIAN LANGUAGE
The mandatory course in the Italian language will start in mid-September 2023 (the exact date will be communicated early in September). Students will take a test to determine their Italian language level (from A1/beginner, up to B2/upper intermediate).
PART D: AGREEMENT AND RELEASE 
Students are asked to sign this Application Form as part of the agreement between the student and the University of Pisa. 

 

1. I, the undersigned, an applicant for the International Programme in Humanities of the University of Pisa, acknowledge that I have read and accept the terms and conditions set forth in this agreement. This agreement is a legally binding contract. 

 

2. I unconditionally release the University of Pisa from any claims for damage, injury, loss, or expense of any nature resulting from events beyond its control, including without limitation acts of nature, war, strikes, crime, terrorism, sickness or quarantine, government restrictions or regulations. This release also applies to any losses arising from the use of any vehicle or from the selection of, or from any act or omission by, any host family, bus or car rental agency, steamship, airline, railroad, taxi or tour service, hotel service, hotel restaurant, school, university or another firm, agency, company or individual, unless the loss is caused by the gross negligence of the University of Pisa. 

 

3. I understand that I am responsible for exercising caution and common sense at all times to avoid injuries and that the University of Pisa cannot provide supervision or support during periods of independent travel. 

 
4. I will comply with the University of Pisa’s rules, standards and instructions, and understand that failure to do so may result in being sent home at my own expense, with no refund. I understand that my participation may be terminated if I am expelled from the Programme or otherwise disciplined by the University or civil authorities, or if the University of Pisa, in its sole discretion, determines that my conduct is incompatible with the interests, harmony, comfort or welfare of other students. I agree to indemnify the University of Pisa if I do anything that causes the University of Pisa to sustain financial loss or liability. 

 

5. I agree that as a participant of this Programme, I am responsible for full payment of the IPH fee and University taxes, by the deadline published in this application form and on the IPH website and on the portal of the University of Pisa. I understand that my academic transcript will be held until full payment is made and that I will be subject to dismissal from the University for non-payment of the fee. 

 

6. I understand that the University of Pisa provides me with accident insurance coverage while I am a student of the Programme. I acknowledge that it is my responsibility to understand the limitations of this coverage and agree that the University of Pisa is not responsible for any uninsured losses. 

 

7. I understand that the University of Pisa reserves the right to make changes, cancellations, or substitutions in cases of emergency, changed conditions or based upon the interest of the group.

 

8. I understand that obtaining a passport and any other required travel documents is my responsibility alone. 
9. I understand that it is my responsibility to pay for my own accommodation and that the University of Pisa will provide me with a list of B&B/hotel names.

 

10. I acknowledge that I am responsible for reading this document and agree to abide by all of the stated requirements of participation. 

 

11. Refund Policy: the IPH fee can be refunded (with the withholding of the expenses related to the classes already attended) only in the exceptional situation of certified health issues of the student. Any other major family issues claimed to be hindering the attendance of the IPH may be considered case by case, but they must be clearly assessed and documented. The refund request must therefore include the submission of evidence. Also, the IPH staff can ask for further evidence to adequately assess the request. Refund requests made after the 31st of December 2023 will not be taken into consideration.
